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Project Update

What an exciting year 2024 was for projects within the Shire of Boyup Brook! As we wrap
up 2024, we are thrilled to share some significant achievements and updates on key
initiatives that have made a positive impact in our community.

Automated Standpipe - A Step Forward in Water Management

One of our standout accomplishments this year has been the successful installation of an
automated standpipe, made possible through a Community Water Supplies Partnership
Grant and funding from the Shire of Boyup Brook. This project is an important step
towards preventing water theft and ensuring that registered users have convenient,
round-the-clock access to water. This initiative not only strengthens our water
management efforts but also supports local businesses and residents with a reliable and
sustainable water supply.

Community Housing Unit Upgrade

Our community housing project, funded by the Department of Communities, has reached
its successful conclusion, with two of our affordable community housing units undergoing
much needed upgrades. We are proud to have improved housing options for residents
who need them most.

Cemetery Drainage Upgrade

The cemetery drainage upgrade, funded by the Local Roads and Community
Infrastructure (LRCI) program, is nearing completion, with the final stages expected to be
finished in early 2025. Additionally, the construction of a new toilet facility at the
cemetery is set to begin in early 2025. These improvements will enhance accessibility and
ensure a more comfortable experience for visitors.

Footpath Enhancements

The footpath upgrade program, also funded by the LRCI, is well underway and on track
for completion in early 2025. These upgrades are part of our ongoing efforts to improve
community infrastructure, making it easier and safer for residents and visitors to
navigate the Shire.

Evacuation Centre Upgrade - Disaster Ready Fund Grant

We are pleased to report steady progress on the upgrade of the sporting clubrooms to a
compliant evacuation centre. With the planning and design phases well underway, we
are on track to complete the design stage by April 2025. This project will provide the
community with a compliant evacuation centre along with modern facilities to support
local activities, further contributing to the health and wellbeing of our community. This
project has been made possible through the Disaster Ready Fund grant.

Sandakan Park Playground Transformation

One of the most exciting projects is the transformation of the Sandakan Park
Playground. Scheduled for completion by mid 2025, this new state of the art, inclusive all
ages play space will not only be a safe and engaging space but will also become a
central meeting point for families and visitors, encouraging active play and community
interaction. This project has been generously funded by Talison Lithium through the
Talison Community Investment Program (CIP).

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Boyup Brook Draft Recreation Master Plan

The Shire has been working hard to create a practical Recreation Master Plan. While the plan is not
intended to lock in any specific concepts, it does outline a broad development proposal for the
area. At the Ordinary Council Meeting on 31 October 2024, Council endorsed a Draft Recreation
Master Plan for community consultation.

The overall layout has not changed significantly from the current arrangement of fields and
buildings. The master plan has been divided into five zones: Zone 1 (Music Park), Zone 2
(Hockey/Events), Zone 3 (Aquatic Centre), Zone 4 (Oval Precinct), and Zone 5 (Tennis).

After considering several options for the Recreation Centre location (old footy club), the existing
club location was identified as the most viable and has already received Federal funding. The Shire
has also submitted a grant application to the State Sport and Recreation Department based on
this location, with an outcome expected early in 2025.

While no decisions have been made regarding the phases of delivery, the renovation of the
Recreation Centre, including the addition of change rooms, has been identified as Phase 1. Any
future phases will take into account feedback from the community.
