The purpose of this report is to pbefore Council theequeg to developa * Pl aait at i on
Pirus Radita trees,onvarious' R u r a Lots withothedoality of McAlinden

Most of the subjectland has aleady beendeveloped withBlue Gum trees(harvested late
2021 and early 2022)

Theapplication is seekingotreplace theareasprevioudy planted in Blue Gum rtees with
Pine Treesnd plant anadditional 200 ha of pines on land that is currently used fstock
grazing

In accodance with the Shi e 'Tewn Planning SchemeNo.2 (TP), ‘Plantatiori
developmentis a use which Council, inegisng the dscretionay powers available to it,
may appoveonlandzoned * Rur al ’
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While tree plantations are an esblished agricultural agvity and landscap feature in the
Shire of Boyup BrogRP2 statesthat Council ball discourage the wholesalplarting of
broadacrerural holdings for plantations anshall irstead, encourage the diversification of
rural activiies.

The applicant conteds that their apgdication willprovidethe following

1 An economicallyviable farmng establishmentis developé, that suppots the
production ofsoftwoodand carborabatement.

1 Adiversification of rural activities (bottimber production and grazing oflesick) can
occuy , as recommended.abdy t he Shire’s scheme

9 Trained fire personal and firefighting equipmetnare availabé to respand to a fire in
the plantation.

The landhdder has suggestedthat they may lease the existing louse and farming
infrastructure to a farmer wishing to run livestock throughout the plantation, which
includes some pastured areas adgnt to creeks.The applcant contends that his will
enablea divesification of farming activities, enable sutilanceof the property and helpgo
sugain the saial fabric of the locality.

The yellowcolouring in the below figure, indicats areas propsed br PinusRadiata
plantings.

This report item recommnds thd the Council approve the development of Pinkadiaa
Pantation subject to gingent fire management criteria.

BACKGROUND
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The Shire received a developntaapplicationfrom the Fores Products Comrmission(APC)
on behalf of the land holder (dfer Coporation), requestingapproval to establisha
‘Pltomdba | and 'zone * Rur al

The application is seeking to plant Pine trees, on 1150ha of land that wadksited with
Blue Gums, andn 20tha of broadacre famland(total 1350ha)

The applicdon indudes a “Pl antati on (Atachengte 10.4.3Ax thatP | a n’
outlines themanagenent arrangements for the plantation, including

1 Planing, harvesting, wedandsoilmanagement;

9 Diversification offarmingactivities;

1 Envionmental safeguardsand

1 Bushfire management.

As irdicated in the ‘ P | aManagetnénd n P thea landholder proposes to make

available the opportunity for the gram of livestock throghoutthe Plartation area, which
includes some cleared pasetd aress.

There ae 2 houses and associated sheds ttf@ landholder states theyintend to lease,
claiming that thiswill provide the opportunity for a business to estahl within the Shire,
whether it's anew busiress or the expansion of an existihgsines. The applicant claims
that thiswill maintaina preserce on the property to helpinitial fire detection, deterrent to
illegal entry and maintains/increases populatitevels within the She.

Duringthe initial assessment of the application biecameapparent thatthere were several
issues regardinghte applicants proposedarrangements for managng firesin and around
their plantation

For examplethe applicantproposedthat no firefighting crewswould be sationed on the
property. Initial response to fires wthin the plantation would be viaowners of
neighbouring propertiesand the Shire’s vdunteer bushfire brigades$o control the fire

Theappliant further proposedthat if a fire waspresentin the plantation, the Boyup Brook
BushfireBrigades, Shre of Boyup Brook(for use of theShirés gradersand loader)and the
Depatment of Biodivesity, Conservation and Attractions (DBCA) would be called tgpon
attend any fires within the plantation.

Folowing receipt of the applickon, the Slire consilted with the Boyup Brook Bushfire
Brigadeleadeship team the Department ofFire and Emergeng Services (DFES) and the
Department of Biodiversity, Conservation afstiractions (DBCAJn the matter of bushfire
managementnd re@ived the followiry resporses:

1 The Boyup Brook Bushfire Brigades amet equipped or trained in forest fire
suppressionand are prohibited from operating within plantations or other feted
areasas they do not laveadequatetraining orequipment to respnd to these fires.

1 Theequipment owned bylocal landownerds not adequateto respond to plantation
firesand attempting to utiise equipmentin these situationsould potentially leadto
life threatening situatbns.

1 The Shiregraders ad loadersare notequippedwith in cab pratection systemsand
Shireemployees areprohibited from enteringplantations o regpond to fires.
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1 The DBCAdvisedthat their assistance is not guaranteed and shoudd ne considered
part of anyformalfire respase planning.

The Shire advisedhé applcant of these concerns and regsted that the plartion
managemant plan bealtered to address he issues raised. Thapplicant vas advied that
the Bush Fires Act 1@5and the State HazardPlan ¢ Fire have provisons that require
owners/occupierf landto take all possible measures to extinguish a ficening on their
land, unless that fire is pat of burning operations

In particular, the Shire requested that tHére Management Planebmodfied to clearly
indicate the andowner and/or occupieinformation such as identifiation of the Plantation
Conpany, and all relevant contat details includhg a 24hour fire contact phone number
details of equbment and persomel that were property equipped to respond toplantation

fires andcould respondmmediatly after the owner was notified of the otbreakof a fire

within or adjacento the plantation.

5 of the Plantéion Managment Plaf containing the followirg meaures:

1 Colie has beenidentified as an ptimal location, given its central proximity to
plantation developmentsSuitable provisiorsi avaliable inCollie tohouse and train
staff in plantation and fre management.Time to arrival following detectioof a
bushfire will be minimsedby ensuring he depbyment of suppression resources is
as rapid as possihle

1 Upon deection of a fire on o threatening the subjed¢ property, the FPC Duty
Officer at Collie will immediately dispatch rostered and otherwise dshle
suppression resoures. hese resources will deploy under the direction of the
controlling authority with theprimary objectives ofminimising the potentid
impact on the plantation and prewnting the fire spreading onto adjoining land.
The FPC Duty fficer will determine wheher to request asistarce from DBCA
and/or the Plantation Fire Response Group dependepon the prevailing fe
danger, igrition point and initial fire behaviour.

The landholder hasstated that they willmake available &00 litretrailer mounted unit on
the property which wll be available formmediae fire response ér the first 6 years of

plantation growth. The Plantation Management Plastatesthat the tenantat the sulject
property couldbe trained to maintain and to use the trailer afire truck

The applicatio notes that tree plantatons have an impotant role in providing a
sustainable resourcef hardwoodand softwood for the supply otimber products b both
domestic and international market®kntations may also provide avironmental benefits
such agemovd of cabon dioxide fom the atmosphere

The land is ownedybthe Water Corporation anthe plantation isproposed to be managed
by the Forest Poducts Comission (FPC) under a timbshare farming agreement. The
applicationinvolvesthe planting of [ine treesfor the purposeof timber production and
carbon abatemat.

The planting area totals approximately 135@ctares ands locaed wihin the locality d
McAlinden.

The property is zoneé "Rural under the Shire of Boyup Brodlocal Planning ScheniNo.2,
with the majority of the area currently used for blueggum plantation with some areas of
remnart vegetatian. 15%of the property is currently used forcropping and grazing.

The applicabn proposesthat natural areas (e.g. remnant vegetation andatercourse
areas) are tdoe protectedandthe planting, harvesting and operational practices (e.g. weed
managemet) of the plantation $ to accur inaccordancewith best practice standards
identified bythe Code of Practice for Timber Plantations in Wiesfaudralia.

A gantation map has been icluded to showthe plantation compartments and the staging

of plantingbetweenthe years 02022 ard 2029.The map sbws creek areas for protection
and strategt access through the centre of the plantation area ine McAliden Roadand

Qode of Practice for Timber Plantatis in Vstern Australia(2006)

As mentioned previouslyhe applicant sates that the proposed plantation development is
to occur in accordance with th€ode of Practice fofimber Plantations inVestan
Australia (2006).

The purpose othe Code of Pretice fo Timber Plantations in Western Australis. and
industry-based code that was devebped by the timber plantationindustry to provide a
consistentset of goals and gudelinesfor plantation managers and @proval agncies The
Code of Practice ismtended toenaure that operations in plantations in Western Ataia
are economically ompetitive and sutinable and are consistent witthe Staté sesource
management objedves.

While the Codeof Practicestates that plantations established for woodr@duction should

be treated in the same way as aather agricultural praduction, the Shie of Boyup Brok

TPS2clearly differentiates this land use from agricultair producton. Specifically TPS2
states identifies “plantation” as aland use that is digtict from “agiculture” or “intensive
agriculturé and classiésit as ause for whichCourcil approvalis required

TheCode of Practice for Timber Plantations in WesterstrAliais avaluableresouce as a
guide for the development ofPlantation Managment Rans that form the basis of
plantation management agtities including, tending fire managementand harvesting
operations.

The application presented to the Shire lumbes a Plantation Magemen Planthat the
applicant contends hadeen developedo comgy with the Code of Practice for Timber
Plantations m Western Australia. Propsed plantation management measures include
protecting sensitive areasleveloping the tees in compartments, el’elogng accss roads
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and firebreaks, weed and vermin caot, a ivedock grazing strategy, a harvesting plan and
a fire managemern plan.

Guicklinesfor Plantaion Fire Protectio2011

The Guidelines for Plantation Fire Protectid?011 were developed ly the State
Government b assistin ensuing thatfire consderations are incorporated into thedesign,
planning and perations of pantationsin Western Australia.

The Guidelines state that wite the competingneeds of potecting the community and of
the plantations have been onsdered indevelopment of the guielines,protection of local
communities frombushfires is tk mostimportant consideation.

The Guidehesnote that theywere developed as mimum standads that can be téored,
responding to dcal iisk andlocal govenment requirements and establish a set o
requrements for fire management plans.

The Guicelines also stde that everyplantation manage, owner and occupier has legal
responsibilityto try and prevent fire from escapingheir land in line with the BushFres Act
1954 ard state

1 thatit mug be possible for them to dend afire ontheir own plartation.

i That plantation managrs have a rsponsibility to provide adequately trained
personnel for saf and effetive operation of firdighting equipment, and a
capability to cary ou onsite fre suppession as determined by the LG.

1 Firefightingequipment mug be in good workig orde and well mantainedand

i Fire suppression activitiesust meet the requirements dahe Bush Fires Act 54

The Guideines inclule the followingtable which indicaes theincreasng rateof fire hazard
asplantations maturewith pine gantation posng ahigh to veryhigh hazardafter year 6 It
should be noted thathese hazard levelsare higher than thse identified for blue-gum
plantations.

While in some areathe applicaton complies with theState Governmets Guideines for
Plantation Fire Protectigrthe proposed measuresproposed by theapplicantfor initial
respanse tofires on theplantation are inadequate and are lkely to beinsufficient to
prevent escalationof the fire and spread of fie into adjoining propeties. The Shirés
volunteer fire bigade ledership team have gpressed concern that the propase
measures ae inadequate and that the plantation owner is rdying on surrounihg property
owners who are not egpped to respond to intation fires

In particular, the applicant has not inaed provision of a fire unitthat is adequately
equippedfor plantation fires be supplied on this plantaton or in the McAlindenlocalty,
nor are detaik supplied ofvhere any employeeswho trained to operate this equipnent
are to be locatedother thanthose who will be stationedin Collie orother more distant
locations

The applicant pposesthat the neaest units arebasedin Collie stating tha these units
will have a 25-minute travel time to the plantation. Howeve, the actual timefor these
crewsto arrive on site will almost certaly be longeras thee must be time for FPC crews
to reach ard man the unit at their Collie basend mustaccountfor road conditions ard the
speed at which theinits can saféy travel

Other unitsthat are identified in the applicationlocated inHarvey, Nannup, Manjimup and
Bunbury will experiencesignificantly longer ime to arrival times.

Of note, during the weekend of the 2and 13" March 2022 although FPGvas catacted
on sveral occasion by members of thdBoyup Book volurteer fire brigales, FPCwas
unable to suply any units torespond toa fire on this prgerty throughout the weekend

The Shire has advised FPC on sewersions that the Shite Volinteer Bishfire Bigades
are not ealipped ortrainedto respand to plantation fires and are pitubited from entering
plantations to respondto fires. Additionally, FFZ has been advised thitt the Shires
volunteers did entera plantation to respondto a fire without adecuate training and
equipmentand suffeed fatd injuries or burnsthe Shire CEO mdgce ciminal chages
and up to 14 yeas imprisonment

The Shre hasconsistentlyadvisedFPChat they provide adequatdy trained arl equipped
personnelto respond to fires on their prperty and preventany firesin the plantationfrom
escalatingand risking the ligsand pioperties of reighbouring landownersand the lvoader
community.

Divasification of Rural Activities

As noted earlierTPS2states that the Shemeés general objective is to ensure thahe
Schene protects the existing agricultural base of the [Eigtt whilst permitting, vhere
appropriate, and subject to Council discretion, more intensive forms of agriceltu
expansion of the ecamic base andincreasedsettlement within certain parts othe

(2]
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District. To do this, itencouraes thediversification & agricutural ectivitieson land zoned
“rural”.

During discussions with the applicant, ish staff have stated concern that unless
diversification d agicultural activities are maintained on the propety, there will be
resultant loss of jobs andngployment opportunities for the Boyup Brook commuity,
ultimately leading to an impact to the social and econométibeing of the community @1a
whole.

The applicéion has indicated thepotential for the gazing of livestock (diversification of
rural activites) via a lease opportuity to a farming fanily wishing to run livestock
throughout the plantation areas anatilising an existing horsteadg) and shearing sked.
The applicant has stated thatgrazing @ livestock will be available throughout the entire
plantation area when treesare at a height toenable grazing and in nesstablished areas
such as granite outcps, endemic vegetation, tseam buffers, power line easenents,
firebreaks and laneway

Reommmendation

It is recommended that the Shire approtiee proposed Pine Planten development, te
majority of which is already established as Blue Gums and vgipports the lasing of
land ard infragructure to enable the diversification of rat activty (grazing of livestock) to
continue to occur.

While the applicant has madechanges to their lre Management Plain an attemptto
place less reliancen bushfie brigades and tdirm up commiment to provide trained fire

In return, OMCA members would receive discoadt fees as idatified in the price
structure.
