SUMMARY
The Shire currently charges a fee of $165 for the issuing of, and subsequent renewal of, Heavy Haulage permits. The intention of the fee is to cover some of the costs associated with managing intensive heavy haulage activity related to forestry operations within the Shire. The fee currently applies to all heavy haulage permit applications and there is no means to waive the fee for non-forestry operations. Policy W.15 is intended to outline the difference between intensive and infrequent heavy haulage operations and the appropriate charging of fees.

BACKGROUND
Restricted access vehicles are regulated by Mainroads WA under the Road Traffic (Vehicles) Act 2012 and subsidiary legislation. A vehicle is classed as a restricted access vehicle (RAV) if it exceeds certain mass, length, height, or width limits. RAV’s can only be used on Mainroads approved roads, which collectively are known as the RAV network, under a permit or class order. RAV network roads often have usage conditions attached and one that applies to the majority the Shires roads is a requirement to obtain current written approval from the road owner (The Shire) endorsing use of the road.

The intention of this condition is to provide local governments with the means to manage heavy haulage vehicles on roads that were not designed for such vehicles. In particular, frequent RAV use of unsealed roads will cause premature deterioration which leads to more frequent maintenance and associated costs. This is most often the case with logging operations where unsealed roads are subject to multiple daily RAV journeys. 

The Works Department issues permission letters to logging operators on a plantation by plantation basis. The letters specify the roads that may be used and permission expires when harvest operations cease. The operator is held accountable for the condition of the road and is expected to maintain it in original condition at their cost. In order to administer this, the Works Department assess the road condition prior to issuing the approval letter. Ongoing inspections are then undertaken to ensure the road is being maintained. When harvest operations have ceased, a final inspection is done to ensure the road has been returned to original condition. Overall, there is significant Shire resources involved with the management of this type of intensive RAV operation.

General transport companies that operate RAV’s within the Shire also require current written approval to use RAV network roads. These operations typically involve infrequent use of any road as needed. In light of this, the approval letter issued by the Works Department does not indicate specific roads and expires after 12 months. We do not conduct targeted road inspections in relation to the approval so Shire resources are only used to issue the letter.

COMMENTS
It is recommended that the Council adopt policy W.15 so that permit fees can continue to be levied at intensive heavy haulage operations for the purpose of cost recovery without affecting other heavy haulage operators.

SUMMARY


This report is for Council to consider the request from the Boyup Brook Lions Club 
to make a contribution to the Local Community bus.

BACKGROUND

The idea of a community bus has been discussed for many years. In 2018 the Lions Club made a concerted effort to advertise their agenda and start a bus fund. The Shire received a letter, 30 January 2019 (see attached), advising the Shire that the Lions had raised $18,000 towards the community bus. This letter included the management plan and a request for the Shire to consider contributing to the fund.

The Acting CEO responded to the letter, 4 February 2019 (see attached), congratulating the group on their efforts and asking when the Lion's required timeframe for the donation would be.

The Lions responded, 11 February 2019 (see attached), advising that the Lions have put a deposit on the bus and would appreciate the donation as soon as possible.

COMMENT
Given the urgency of the request it is not appropriate for the Lions to wait until the Community Grants are made available. Although the grant round will open in March, grants are not awarded until after the adoption of the Annual Budget in September. This timeframe will not work for this community group.

The Lions have diligently fundraised for the community bus and many community groups and businesses have also contributed. It is recommended that the Council consider a contribution to the Community Bus fund to make this valuable service available to the community.

The writer's reading of the relevant sections of the legislation would have it that at any given time each Council member is entitled to be a member of at least one committee comprising Council members only or Council members and employees.  Four committees of Council as follows:

· Audit and Finance Committee; 

· Citizen of the Year, Young Achiever of the Year, Sports Person of the Year Committee;
· Water Playground Committee; and

· Swimming Pool Committee,
meet these criteria.

As neither Crs Kaltenrieder nor Oversby are members of any of the abovementioned committees, then they would be entitled to be members of the Audit and Finance Committee if they so choose to nominate themselves, but then the local government (i.e. Council) might decide to appoint them to either of the Audit and Finance Committee or the  Citizen of the Year, Young Achiever of the Year, Sports Person of the Year Committee, or Water Playground Committee or Swimming Pool Committee.

Crs Moir and Muncey might choose to nominate themselves to be members of the Audit and finance Committee, but given they are members of the Citizen of the Year, Young Achiever of the Year, Sports Person of the Year Committee, seems the local government is not compelled to include them as persons that shall be appointed to the Audit and Finance Committee.

SUMMARY
This report is brought to Council to consider partying the Shire of Boyup Brook to a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) developed by the Department of Fire and Emergency Services (DFES) in consultation with the Department of Biodiversity, Conservation and Attractions (DBCA) and the Forest Industries Federation Western Australia to address the sharing of resources during bushfires. 
BACKGROUND
The MOU was developed in response to Recommendation 9 of the Reframing Rural Fire Management:  Report of the Special Inquiry into the January 2016 Waroona Fire by Euan Ferguson. 

Recommendation 9: The State Emergency Management Committee, in consultation with Western Australian Farmers Federation, the Association of Bush Fire Brigades, the Contractors Association of WA, and the Forest Industries Federation of WA, to establish systems for the voluntary registration of:
· farmer fire fighting units; 

· contractor fire fighting resources; and 

· forestry industry brigades. 

The purpose of this arrangement is to facilitate the safe, efficient and effective recognition, organisation, deployment, management and coordination of farmer, contractor and forestry fire-fighter resources. The systems would include a process for enabling access through traffic management points during bushfires. Progress towards establishing these systems are to be reported by State Emergency Management Committee in its annual preparedness report.

The purpose of this MOU is to establish mutual emergency response capability arrangements for bushfires within or near plantation estates and for bushfires where plantation resources may be used to support the local bushfire fighting response. It addresses overarching arrangements for bushfire response between plantation Managers, State fire agencies and bush fire brigades.

COMMENT
Local governments play a critical role in bushfire response and capability through the turn out of their bush fire brigades, particularly in regional areas. As the Shire of Boyup Brook has plantation estates within its boundaries, Boyup Brook’s participation in this MOU would be beneficial for and will strengthen the local bushfire fighting response.

SUMMARY

(SUP) Policy.



BACKGROUND



At its 23 August 2018 ordinary meeting Council resolved (Res. 




156/18) as follows:

That the Shire of Boyup Brook recognise the environmental impact of single use plastics on our environment and commits to reduce the amount of single use plastics within our Shire. 

The Shire of Boyup Brook cease to purchase  single-use plastics for events organised or sponsored by the Shire of Boyup Brook including Shire meetings and the offices of the Shire. This initiative  is to include but not be  limited to plastic cups/plates, bottled water, straws, plastic bags etc. 

That Council implement a new policy by the February 2019 Council meeting.
